Transition Career Parinerships (formerly Education Career Parinerships) is
designed to prepare students for college and career opportunities leading
students to postsecondary institutions for an industry recognized cerfification or
licensure, an associate andfor higher college degree, and successful
employment. Move On When Ready is a dual enroliment program for students in
grades 9-12 who gqualify to participate. Students may enroll on a part-time or full-
time basis as a MOWR student and take college courses. Students will receive
high school and college credit simultaneously when attending and passing
approved college classes.

Effective 2016-2017, MOWR mathematics courses have been provided unigue course codes and fitles which
demonstrate the college level course and the institution where the courses were completed. For addifional
clarification, a MOWR Mathematics Frequently Asked Questions document can be found at
https:ffwww gadoe.org/Curriculum-Instruction-and-Assessment/Curriculum-and-
Instruchon/Pages/Mathematics aspx.

High school students are prepared for college level degree courses after mastering the college readiness
standards associated with Advanced Algebra or Algebra ||. For that reason, all approved MOWR mathemafics
courses provide options for meeting the fourth course beyond Advanced Algebralflgebra Il graduation
requirement. Very falented mathematics students who choose the alternative mathematics course sequence
Coordinate Algebra + Analytic Geometry + Pre-Calculus or MOWR Pre-Calculus are prepared for college
level courses beyond Pre-Calculus.

NOTES: Accelerated Coordinate Algebra/fnalyic Geometry & and Accelerated Analytic Geometry
